FORWARD CHRIS RICHARD RETURNS TO 66ERS 
  
TULSA, Okla., February 25, 2010 – The Tulsa 66ers announced today the re-acquisition of forward 
Chris Richard.  
 
The 6-9 forward was called-up on a 10-day contract to the Chicago Bulls on Feb. 6, averaging 2.2 
points, 4.6 rebounds and 1.0 assists in five games. 
 
The two-time national champion from the University of Florida started nine games earlier this season 
with the 66ers, averaging 10.1 points, 8.6 rebounds and 1.1 blocks. The former number one selection 
for the 66ers in the 2008 NBA D-League Draft played 20 games during the 2008-09 season, averaging 
12.0 points, 8.3 rebounds, and 1.7 assists for Tulsa. 
 
In order to make room on the roster for Richard, the 66ers released forward Rodney Webb. Richard will 
wear number 32 and is expected to be in uniform tonight at home against the Springfield Armor at 7 
p.m.
