Developed by CareGroup, together with two of its
founding hospitals, New England Baptist Hospital
and Deaconess Waltham Hospital, and TBG
Development of St. Louis, the center is the first
hospital-affiliated, medically based wellness and fit-
ness center in the Boston area. The venture also
puts these partners at the forefront of a trend to
bring sports, fitness and medicine together.

The facility is located at 840 Winter Street
in Waltham, providing easy access not only to
residents of Waltham and surrounding towns, but
to others who work or live along the Route 128
belt. The wellness and fitness center is open to
the public for use.
