Pro Career Highlights: Participated in NBA training camp with the Oklahoma City Thunder in the fall of 2008. Participated in NBA 
summer league with the New Orleans Hornets and Orlando Magic in 2008. Finished the 2007-08 season in France with Roanne, 
averaging 8.8 points and 3.6 rebounds in ten games. Also played in one Euroleague contest, scoring seven points. Started the year in 
Germany with Koln, averaging 3.5 points and 2.0 rebounds in four games. Played in four ULEB Cup games, averaging 6.3 points and 
1.3 rebounds. Participated in NBA training camp with the Philadelphia 76ers in the fall of 2007. Selected by the Portland Trail Blazers 
in the second round (42nd pick overall) of the 2007 NBA Draft. Draft rights traded to 76ers.

College Highlights: Named Honorable Mention All-American by the Associated Press as a senior. Also named SEC Player of the 
Year and earned First Team All-SEC honors. Finished collegiate career at Vanderbilt after playing first two seasons at Virginia. Sat out 
the 2004-05 season at Vanderbilt under NCAA transfer rules.

Senior (2006-07): Averaged 17.0 points, 4.9 rebounds, and 3.4 assists. Started all 34 games. Scored 20 or more points 11 times, 
including a career-high 32-point effort vs. South Carolina. Registered two double-doubles including a 18-point, 12-rebound 
performance vs. Wake forest. Tallied 23 points and eight rebounds at Kentucky and registered 26 points in the rematch. Notched 25 
points and seven rebounds vs. Tennessee. Scored 28 points including five made threes vs. Toledo. Recorded 27 points vs. 
Washington State in the second round of the NCAA Tournament. Tallied 17 points and five assists vs. Georgetown in the Sweet 16.

Junior (2005-06): Averaged 12.4 points, 3.6 rebounds, and 3.2 assists. Ranked second in the SEC in three-point field goal percentage 
(.441). Started all 30 games. Scored 20 or more points four times. Posted season-high 25 points vs. Cincinnati. Tallied 16 points and a 
season-high eight assists at Ole Miss. Scored 20 points and dished out seven assists vs. Oregon. Recorded 21 points in games vs. 
Auburn and Georgia.

Sophomore (2003-04): Averaged 7.5 points and 3.4 rebounds in 20.9 minutes a contest. Started 18 of 31 games. Scored in double 
figures 11 times. Recorded season-high 21 points on 8-for-10 shooting at Loyola Marymount. Tallied 17 points and 11 rebounds vs. 
Coastal Carolina. Notched 20 points vs. Iowa State. Tallied 16 points, nine rebounds, and four assists vs. Minnesota. Scored 18 points 
at Wake Forest.



Freshman (2002-03): Averaged 6.5 points and 2.9 rebounds in 20.9 minutes a contest. Started 16 of 31 games. Scored in double 
figures ten times. Registered season-high 20 points and five steals vs. Gardner-Webb. Recorded 17 points vs. Wofford. Scored 15 
points vs. Florida State.
