College Highlights: Earned All-CIAA honors his junior and senior seasons. Finished collegiate career at Fayetteville State after 
playing first two seasons at West Los Angeles Junior College in California. Did not play basketball during the 2001-02 and 2002-03 
seasons.

Senior (2004-05): Averaged a team-high 15.7 points (ranked eighth in the CIAA), 6.0 rebounds (13th), and 2.1 assists. Started 22 of 27 
games. Scored 25 points and grabbed six rebounds at Virginia Union. Registered 26 points, six rebounds, and five assists at St. 
Augustine’s and scored 25 points in the rematch. Posted career highs of 36 points and 14 rebounds vs. Elizabeth City State in the first 
round of the CIAA Tournament.

Junior (2003-04): Averaged 17.2 points (ranked ninth in the CIAA), 7.2 rebounds (eighth), and 3.4 assists (12th). Started 28 of 29 
games. Registered a season-high 30 points vs. Virginia Union. Led team with 24 points and eight rebounds vs. Francis Marion. Posted 
a 26-point, 11-rebound double-double at Elizabeth City State. Scored 24 points at St. Augustine’s. Recorded 27 points vs. Livingstone. 
Grabbed a season-high 13 rebounds vs. North Carolina Central.

Sophomore (2000-01): At West LA JC, averaged 28.7 points, 7.7 rebounds, and 3.4 assists. Set Western State Conference records 
for single season points (833) and scoring average. Recorded a season-high of 51 points, the second-highest single game mark in 
league history.

Freshman (1999-00): Averaged 19.9 points, 6.8 rebounds, and 4.5 assists.
