Tallied six
points and six rebounds vs. Gonzaga.

Junior (2004-05): Averaged 5.8 points and 3.6 rebounds in 14.5 minutes a contest. Started two games. Scored in double figures four
times. Recorded a season-high 18 points on 7-for-10 shooting vs. Washington. Tallied 15 points, five rebounds, and three assists at
Virginia. Scored 14 points at Colgate. Grabbed a career-high 11 rebounds vs. South Florida.

Sophomore (2003-04): Averaged 3.7 points and 3.2 rebounds in 11.3 minutes a contest. Scored in double figures twice. Recorded a
career-high 19 points on 8-for-10 shooting and pulled down eight rebounds at Central Connecticut State. Shot 5-for-5 from the field in
scoring ten points vs. St. Mary’s. Pulled down a season-high nine rebounds at Long Beach State. Contributed nine points and six
rebounds in the first round of the WCC Tournament.

Freshman (2002-03): Averaged 1.5 points and 1.8 rebounds in 6.3 minutes a contest. Posted season highs of seven points and six
rebounds at UC Irvine.
