College Highlights: Finished collegiate career at Alabama after playing first two seasons at Bevill State Community College in
Sumiton, Alabama. Earned NJCAA Honorable Mention All-American honors both seasons at Bevill State. Was a member of France’s
National U18 team in 2000.

Senior (2005-06): Averaged 8.8 points and 3.4 rebounds in 25.2 minutes a contest. Started eight times. Scored in double figures 13
times. Recorded 19 points at Temple. Posted 12 points and seven rebounds at Georgia. Hit four three-pointers in scoring 15 points vs.
LSU. Pulled down a season-high eight rebounds vs. Kentucky in the quarterfinals of the SEC Tournament. Shot 8-for-11 from beyond
three-point range in scoring a career-high 31 points vs. Marquette in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

Junior (2004-05): Averaged 5.6 points and 2.6 rebounds in 13.3 minutes a contest. Scored in double figures seven times, with a
season-high 13 points vs. Mississippi State and East Tennessee State. Posted 11 points in his Alabama debut vs. Western Carolina.
Tallied 12 points and five rebounds at Ole Miss. Scored 11 points and matched a season-high with eight rebounds vs. Florida in the
semifinals of the SEC Tournament.

Sophomore (2003-04): At Bevill State, averaged 18.2 points, 8.2 rebounds, and 2.9 assists. Ranked eighth in the conference in
scoring, seventh in rebounding, and second in steals. Scored 30 or more points four times. Posted career-high 45 points and 19
rebounds vs. Wallace-Hanceville. Tallied 32 points, 13 rebounds, five assists, five steals, and three blocked shots vs. Jefferson Davis.
Earned Alabama Junior College Athlete of the Year honors.

Freshman (2002-03): Averaged 19.0 points, 8.0 rebounds, and 3.3 assists. Led team in scoring. Named All-Region XXII and earned
NJCAA Honorable Mention All-American honors.
