Pro Career Highlights: Played with the Gussing Knights in Austria in 2006-07, averaging 17.0 points and 10.1 rebounds in Stage 1, 
and 12.8 points and 8.4 rebounds in Stage 2. Spent time in the WBA with the Cleveland Majic in the summer of 2006 (statistics 
unavailable). Played with the Knights in Austria in 2005-06, averaging 19.8 points and 11.1 rebounds in Stage 2. Played with the 
Southern Crescent Lightning in the WBA in the summer of 2005, averaging 6.7 points and 5.3 rebounds in six games. 
 
College Highlights: Finished collegiate career at Michigan after playing first two seasons at Virginia. Sat out the 2002-03 season at 
Michigan under NCAA transfer rules. Earned Academic All-Big Ten honors his junior and senior seasons. 
  
Senior (2004-05): Averaged 1.8 points and 2.1 rebounds in 8.4 minutes a contest. Started three times. Recorded season-high nine 
points and grabbed six rebounds at Penn State. Pulled down six rebounds and blocked a career-high three shots vs. Iowa. Scored 
eight points vs. Fairfield. Tallied a season-high seven rebounds in the first round of the Big Ten Tournament vs. Northwestern. 
  
Junior (2003-04): Averaged 3.8 points and 3.8 rebounds in 15.7 minutes a contest. Started once. Scored in double figures twice. 
Registered season-high 13 points on 5-for-8 shooting, including 2-for-4 from three-point range at Vanderbilt. Scored 11 points and 
grabbed six rebounds vs. Bowling Green. Tallied eight points, a season-high 13 rebounds, and a season-high three assists vs. Central 
Michigan. Grabbed eight rebounds vs. Michigan State. 
  
Sophomore (2001-02): At Virginia, averaged 4.9 points and 4.0 rebounds in 16.8 minutes a contest. Started 20 of 28 games. 
Registered career highs of 20 points and 15 rebounds vs. VMI for his first career double-double. Tallied ten rebounds and two blocked 
shots vs. East Tennessee State. Posted nine points, seven rebounds, and three assists vs. Grambling. 
 
Freshman (2000-01): Averaged 3.4 points and 2.1 rebounds in 11.9 minutes a contest. Scored season-high eight points and grabbed 
four rebounds vs. Wake forest. Tallied seven points and a season-high nine rebounds vs. Maryland. Posted four points, five rebounds, 
and a season-high two blocked shots vs. Gonzaga in the first round of the NCAA Tournament.
