Senior (2006-07): Averaged 1.3 points and 1.1 rebounds in 6.8 minutes a contest. Started once in 20 appearances. Registered 
season highs of ten points and seven rebounds vs. Howard in the season opener. Scored three points vs. UAB. Tallied three points 
and two rebounds vs. Seton Hall. 
  
Junior (2005-06): Averaged 2.4 points and 1.6 rebounds in 7.3 minutes a contest. Started two times. Recorded season-high 11 points 
twice, including an 11-point, season-high five-rebound performance vs. Holy Cross. Tallied 11 points and four rebounds vs. North 
Carolina A&T. Scored nine points vs. Illinois State. Registered seven points and three rebounds vs. South Carolina in the third round of
