Pro Career Highlights: Finished the 2006-07 season in Venezuela with Panteras de Miranda, averaging 8.6 points in five games. Also 
played briefly in the Dominican Republic with CPN Pueblo Nuevo, averaging 28.0 points and 4.2 rebounds. Started the year with Ignis 
Castelletto Ticino in the Italian Legadue, averaging 19.2 points and 6.0 rebounds in 13 games. Spent the 2005-06 season in Italy and 
France, averaging 17.3 points and 5.9 rebounds in 19 games with Curtiriso Casale Monferrato in the Italian Legadue and 5.7 points 
and 4.0 rebounds in three games with Le Havre in France. An early entry candidate for the 2005 NBA Draft, but was not selected. 
 
College Highlights: Earned First Team All-Sun Belt honors and was named conference Newcomer of the Year as a junior. Finished 
collegiate career at Louisiana-Lafayette after playing first two seasons at East Tennessee State. Sat out the 2003-04 season at 
Louisiana-Lafayette under NCAA transfer rules. 
  
Junior (2004-05): Led team in scoring (20.4 ppg) and ranked second in rebounding (6.0 rpg). Registered 20 or more points in 17 
games. Exploded for career-high 37 points at North Carolina State. Registered two double-doubles, including an 18 point, season-high 
13 rebound performance at McNeese State. Sank seven threes in scoring 28 points at South Alabama. Scored a record-setting 82 
points in three games in the Southern Conference Tournament on his way to Tournament MVP honors. Paced team with 30 points in 
the title game vs. Denver. Scored 15 points and grabbed seven rebounds in the first round of the NCAA Tournament vs. Louisville. 
  
Sophomore (2002-03): At East Tennessee State, Led team in scoring (16.3 ppg) and ranked third in rebounding (5.7 rpg). Started 17 
of 18 appearances. Posted season-high 34 points vs. Virginia-Wise. Scored 32 points vs. UNC Greensboro. Tallied 23 points and nine 
rebounds vs. Virginia. Posted 14 points vs. Vanderbilt. Registered 15 points and 11 rebounds vs. Belmont. Led team with 21 points at 
UNC Wilmington. 
  
Freshman (2001-02): Averaged 11.8 points and 4.8 rebounds in 25.5 minutes a contest. Started 11 times. Registered season-high 24 
points vs. College of Charleston in the Southern Conference Tournament. Earned Southern Conference All-Freshman Team honors.
