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Memphis Grizzlies Draft Notes 2008 
 

• The Memphis Grizzlies own two first-round draft picks (5, 28) for first time since 2003, the last year 
the club had two selections of any kind.  The Grizzlies selected Marcus Banks (13th overall) and 
Kendrick Perkins (27th) in the first round of the 2003 Draft but traded both players to the Boston Celtics 
on draft night in exchange for fellow 2003 draftees Troy Bell (16th) and Dahntay Jones (20th). 
 
• Should Memphis stand pat on draft night, it would mark just the fourth time in franchise history the 
team has made two first-round selections (1996, Shareef Abdur-Rahim - 3rd and Roy Rogers - 22nd; 
2001, Shane Battier - 6th and Jamaal Tinsley - 27th; 2003, Marcus Banks - 13th and Kendrick Perkins - 
27th).  However, only in 1996 did the team not trade at least one of those selections on draft night. 
 
• Several of today’s NBA superstars have been drafted at No. 5 overall, which is where Memphis sits in 
the 2008 Draft, including Miami’s Dwyane Wade (2003), Boston’s Kevin Garnett (1995 by Minnesota), 
New Jersey’s Vince Carter (1998 by Golden State) and Boston’s Ray Allen (1996 by Minnesota).  
Current Grizzly Mike Miller won the 2000-01 NBA Rookie of the Year Award after he was selected at No. 
5 by the Orlando Magic.  Charles Barkley (1984), Scottie Pippen (1987), Mitch Richmond (1988) and 
Darryl Dawkins (1975) are other famous NBA names who were selected with the fifth overall pick. 
 
• The franchise owns a Top 5 pick for the second consecutive season, the first time this has happened 
since the Vancouver Grizzlies had five-straight Top 5 picks from 1996-2000 (Mike Conley, 4th in 2007). 
 
• The Grizzlies acquired the 28th overall pick from the Los Angeles Lakers on Feb. 1, 2008 along with 
Kwame Brown, Javaris Crittenton, Aaron McKie, the Lakers’ 2010 first round pick, the rights to the 
2008 Spanish League ACB Player of the Year Marc Gasol and cash considerations in exchange for Pau 
Gasol and Memphis’ 2010 second round pick. 
 
• Notable selections at No. 28 overall include the 2007 NBA Finals MVP, San Antonio’s Tony Parker 
(2001) and the 2006-07 NBA Sixth Man of the Year Award winner, Phoenix’s Leandro Barbosa (2003). 
 
• For the fourth consecutive year, Memphis does not own a second round pick. However, in three of 
the last four drafts, the Grizzlies have traded for a second-rounder’s draft rights.  In 2006, Memphis 
acquired the draft rights to Alexander Johnson, who was selected in the second round by the Indiana 
Pacers at 45th overall (before being traded to Portland), from the Trail Blazers in exchange for a second 
round pick in this year’s draft.  In 2005, the Grizzlies acquired the draft rights to Lawrence Roberts, who 
was selected in the second round by the Seattle SuperSonics at 55th overall, from Seattle in exchange for 
two future second round picks and cash considerations.  In 2004, the Grizzlies traded a future second 
round pick and cash considerations to Seattle in exchange for the draft rights to the No. 35 pick Andre 
Emmett and also traded cash considerations to the Orlando Magic in exchange for Antonio Burks, who 
was selected 36th overall.   
 
• Four times in franchise history have the Grizzlies selected a foreign-born player, each time in the 
second round.  The franchise’s international selections include Ukraine’s Sergei Lishouk (49th overall in 
2004), Scotland’s Robert Archibald (32nd in 2002), Greece’s Antonis Fotsis (48th in 2001) and Nigeria’s 
Obinna Ekezie (37th in 1999).  Memphis also traded for Pau Gasol (Spain) on draft night in 2001. 
 
• Of the 14 players that concluded the season with Memphis, only the team’s previous three first-round 
selections were originally drafted by the Grizzlies: Mike Conley (4th in 2007), Kyle Lowry (24th in 2006) 
and Hakim Warrick (19th in 2005).
