Making a Request

Eligibility

Preference is given to charities which serve youth in the areas of basketball, reading literacy and health & fitness where the funds go directly to those in need. 

 Due to the overwhelming amount of requests, memorabilia is limited to one request per organization during the Seattle Sonics & Storm fiscal year (October 1-September 30). 
 The Sonics & Storm do not donate merchandise to be used as prizes or volunteer recognition gifts. 

Application Process 

  All requests must be submitted in writing on the letterhead of the requesting organization and state the nature of the event, the date of the event, and how the funds will be used. 

 All requests must be submitted and in receipt by the Sonics & Storm organization at least eight (8) weeks prior to the date of the event for which the donation is needed.
