Entering the club’s 20th season of
basketball action at US Airways Center, the arena remains one of the most accessible in the
league. In an effort to continue the Suns tradition of providing the best professional working
environment, please note the following guidelines.

Media credentials are issued to working media only. All season and single-game
credential holders should enter through the northeast entrance off 3rd Street and
Jefferson. Media will call opens two and one-half hours prior to the game. All credentials
are non-transferable, and any unauthorized use will subject bearer to ejection from the
US Airways Center and confiscation of the pass. A photo identification will be required
to pick up your credential.

Individual game credentials should be requested through the Suns’ Basketball
Communications department (phone: (602) 379-7960; fax: (602) 379-7908) a minimum 
of 36 hours prior to game time or by noon Friday for all Saturday, Sunday and Monday
contests. Passes will not be issued on game day. Only requests confirmed via phone or
e-mail by the Basketball Communications department will be honored.

Credentials are good for admittance to the arena, media room and both locker rooms.
Both the Suns and visiting locker rooms will be open 90 minutes before tip-off until 45
minutes before the game and then again 10 minutes after the game. Coach Gentry’s post-game
press conference starts approximately 10 minutes after the game. Your cooperation is asked
in maintaining a working atmosphere. Absolutely NO autographs allowed during media access
periods and NO cell phone use is allowed in the locker room. 

Photo credentials will be issued in the same manner as other passes. Weekly papers and
magazines on assignment may obtain passes by having the photo editor request a single-game
credential. It is club and NBA policy NOT to allow freelance photographers access. ALL
photographers must have an armband in order to gain floor access. The armbands can be
obtained at the media will call check in.

Several communal telephones will be provided, but if you should need a designated
phone for your own use, it should be ordered through Kevin Pires at the US Airways Center
(602) 379-2094. The Suns provide wireless service both courtside and in the working press
room. A password to access the wireless service should be obtained from our game night
staff in the working press room.

Parking is available at the Chase Field parking lot just south of 4th St. and Jackson.

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Robert Sarver is not simply the managing partner of Arizona’s original sports franchise. The Tucson
native and Valley resident is a successful businessman and a committed philanthropist, husband and
father with a lifelong passion for basketball, the Suns, the state of Arizona, and—above all—winning.

THE OWNER
As an 8-year-old boy, Robert Sarver attended his first Phoenix Suns basketball game after receiving

tickets as a birthday gift from Donald Diamond, one of the franchise’s original owners. Thirty-five
years later in 2004, Sarver became the majority owner of one of the NBA’s model franchises,
assembling a group of investors that purchased the Suns, the WNBA’s Phoenix Mercury, and the
operating rights to US Airways Center. 

In seven years under Sarver’s leadership, the Suns have enjoyed virtually unparalleled success on
the court. Phoenix owns the third-best record in the NBA since the start of the 2004-05 season
(372-202, .648). His tenure includes three appearances in the Western Conference Finals and two
of the three 60-win seasons in the franchise’s 43-year history. With his goal to create sustained
success, the Suns’ payroll increased in each of Sarver’s first five seasons as owner, and ranked in the
top 10 in the league in three of those campaigns and three of the last four seasons. 

Sarver’s passion for winning extends beyond the men’s game. His continued commitment to the
WNBA in Phoenix has resulted in the Mercury winning two league championships in 2007 and 2009.
The Mercury have made have four Western Conference Finals appearances in the last five seasons.
In 2009, the Mercury partnered with Tempe-based LifeLock and became the first team in NBA or
WNBA history to secure a corporate-branded jersey. 

Guided by his stated mission, the Suns and Mercury organizations are industry leaders in business
innovation and community outreach and involvement. 

Sarver is a member of the NBA’s Board of Governors, Labor Relations Committee, Advisory Finance
Committee, and Audit and Compensation Committee. 

THE BUSINESSMAN
Sarver is the Chairman and CEO of Western Alliance Bancorporation, which has $6.5 billion in

assets and does business in Arizona, California, Nevada and Colorado. Western Alliance is the largest
financial institution headquartered in Arizona. The company recently moved to the CityScape tower
across the street from US Airways Center. More than 200 of the company’s 1,000 employees are in
Phoenix. Despite tough economic times, the bank has written more than $1 billion in local business
and real estate loans in Arizona over the last three years, and has continued to be one of the most
active small business lenders in Arizona. The bank also financed the retail component of CityScape,
demonstrating his commitment to the continued renaissance of downtown Phoenix. 

Sarver is the co-founder of Southwest Value Partners, a 25-year-old contrarian real estate fund.
He has served as a director of SkyWest Airlines since 2000 and Phoenix-based Meritage Corporation
since 1996. 

After the passing of his father, Jack, and with very little start-up capital, Sarver founded National
Bank of Tucson in 1984, becoming the youngest person ever to found a national bank. Robert served
as the company’s president until its sale in 1994.

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THE PHILANTHROPIST
Sarver’s ever-growing philanthropic efforts focus not simply on worthy causes but also giving

back to Arizona and its local communities, both through Phoenix Suns Charities and his own personal
contributions.

Under Sarver’s leadership, Phoenix Suns Charities has made nearly $6 million in donations to
local non-profits. Most recently, PSC handed out a record $1.36 million in grants and scholarships
to a record 178 non-profit organizations in 2011.

Among his proudest accomplishments, Sarver helped to build the Sarver Heart Center at the
University of Arizona in memory of his late father, who was among the first to undergo heart bypass
surgery. The center is composed of more than 150 physicians and scientists and aims to prevent and
cure cardiovascular diseases through the three pillars of research, education and patient care.
Pioneering doctors at the center have spearheaded the development of the SynCardia temporary
Total Artificial Heart, an award-winning project that became the world’s first and only total artificial
heart to win FDA approval as a bridge to human heart transplant in patients near death from heart
failure. The innovation earned SynCardia recognition from the Arizona BioIndustry Association as
“Arizona Bioscience Company of the Year” in 2011 for “doing to the most to transform the world
during the last 12 months.” Sarver personally funded the initial stages of the project and currently
sits on the Board of Trustees for the center.

Doctors and researchers at the center developed a hands-only CPR method called Continuous Chest
Compression CPR that doubles a person’s chance of surviving cardiac arrest, and are continuing a
program of outreach and education to make use of the method more widespread. 

The center recently started a women’s heart health program focused on expanding research and
providing statewide awareness programs about women’s heart issues.

The Sarvers were also instrumental in helping to build the Children’s Museum of Phoenix, located
in downtown Phoenix. A $1 million donation from the Penny and Robert Sarver Charitable Foundation
aided in the completion of the 70,000-square-foot facility. 

Sarver is on the board of directors for the Weil Foundation, established by Dr. Andrew Weil, an
internationally recognized leader in integrative medicine.

The 50-year-old Sarver is a 1979 graduate of Sabino High School in Tucson and a 1982 graduate

of the University of Arizona. Sarver earned his bachelor’s degree in business administration, and
became a certified public accountant in 1983.

Sarver and wife Penny have three sons, Max, Jake and Zach. On their first date, Robert invited
Penny to watch the NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament at his house. Sarver is a “soccer dad,” who
can regularly be found at one of his three boys’ soccer games or coaching his sons in the Jr. Suns
league at the YMCA.

B R I N G  Y O U R  G A M E  F A C E

Jerry Colangelo arrived in the Valley of the Sun in 1968 to take over the expansion Phoenix Suns
NBA franchise as the youngest general manager in professional sports and guided the Suns into one
of the most successful organizations in the NBA. He brought Major League Baseball to the Valley in
1998 and was chairman of the 2001 World Champion Arizona Diamondbacks. Colangelo was the key
element in facilitating the move of the NHL’s Winnipeg Jets to the Valley of the Sun to become the
Phoenix Coyotes. Colangelo was also on the founding committee for the WNBA, and the Phoenix
Mercury were one of the league’s inaugural teams in 1997.

Colangelo’s impact on the sports scene in Phoenix and the game of basketball has been so great,
he was elected to the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in April 2004. He has been among
The Sporting News most powerful people in sports for over the last decade and he was appointed
as the first Managing Director of the USA Basketball Men’s Senior National Team program in April
2005, a position he remains in leading up to the 2012 Olympics in London. Colangelo assembled
the coaches and players of the “Redeem Team,” who returned USA Basketball to Olympic glory and
claimed the gold medal at the 2008 games in Beijing, and also the 2010 squad that claimed the
nation’s first World Championship crown in 16 years.

The former Chairman of the NBA’s Board of Governors, Colangelo has had a major influence on
the growth of the NBA. With the Suns, his roles have included general manager, head coach,
president, managing general partner, chief executive officer and now chairman. The 43-year tenure
with one franchise is the longest in the NBA and he was inducted into the Suns’ Ring of Honor, the
club’s highest honor, on Nov. 4, 2007. Colangelo spent two seasons with the Chicago Bulls working
as marketing director, scout and assistant to the president before moving to the Valley to help start
the expansion Suns.

Colangelo’s commitment to the Valley transcends sports and he is well-known as one of the city’s
most active community leaders. In recognition of his efforts in the community, Phoenix mayor Phil
Gordon proclaimed March 26, 2004, Jerry Colangelo Day in the city of Phoenix. The Valley of the
Sun United Way also bestowed its highest honor, the Spirit of Caring award, to Colangelo on June
30, 2005, for his passion for improving lives in the community.

Colangelo enrolled at the University of Kansas, but transferred after his prospective teammate,
Wilt Chamberlain, left the Jayhawks for a pro contract. Colangelo transferred to the University of
Illinois, where he earned All-Big Ten honors, captained the Illini as a senior and was later inducted
into the Illinois Basketball Hall of Fame. He also played two years of baseball at Illinois.

Born November 20, 1939, Colangelo grew up in the “Hungry Hill” neighborhood of Chicago Heights.
Colangelo and his wife, Joan, whom he met on a blind date while at the University of Illinois, have
four children: Kathy Holcombe, Kristen Brubaker, Toronto Raptors President and General Manager
Bryan Colangelo, and Mandie Adams; nine granddaughters and four grandsons.

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Sam Garvin, who launched his own mail-in rebate and consumer promotions company at age 25,
enters his eighth season as vice chairman of the Suns after purchasing interest in the club in June 2004.

The self-made entrepreneur founded Scottsdale-based Continental Promotion Group in 1989 and
its business grew to over $1 billion in annual gross revenues and attracted over 500 blue-chip
marketers worldwide. As chairman and chief executive officer from 1989-2005, he managed over
1,200 associates, and organized and executed consumer and trade promotions for Dell, Nestle, Henkel,
Costco, BT (British Telecom), HP, Motorola, Disney and Eli Lilly on a global scale.

Garvin, who sold CPG in June 2005, took on additional responsibilities with the Suns shortly
thereafter. A Suns fan since 1989, Garvin purchased single-game tickets in the upper bowl when the
team played at Veterans Memorial Coliseum and has attended Suns games for the last 19 years. In
July 2007, he was appointed an alternate NBA Governor to represent the organization.

Prior to CPG, Garvin served in the Ronald Reagan administration as a staff assistant on the
Presidential Commission for the German-American Tri-Centennial. He then went to work for Heinz
U.S.A. as a sales merchandiser where he learned the marketing of packaged goods from the ground
up. In 1988, he graduated from Thunderbird, one of the top business schools in the country, with
a masters of international management specializing in marketing. In 2003, he was awarded a doctor
of international law degree, honoris causa, from Thunderbird.

In 1998, Garvin was recognized by the Phoenix Business Journal as one of Arizona’s “Top 40 under
40” most influential business leaders. In 1999, he was recognized by then Arizona Governor Jane
Hull with the “Governor’s Spirit of Success” award. He was twice nominated for Ernst and Young’s
“Entrepreneur of the Year” award.

An acknowledged philanthropic leader, Garvin is currently on the board of trustees at Thunderbird
(which is now known as Thunderbird, the School of Global Management), PCDS (Phoenix Country Day
School), Whispering Hope Ranch and Phoenix Suns Charities. In addition to his duties with the Suns,
Garvin also serves on several corporate boards including WSP Properties, Expert Negotiator, LLC, and
Direct Brands, LLC. He is the founder of Garvin Promotion Group, an international strategic promotion
marketing firm headquartered in Scottsdale whose clients include Dial, O’Reilly Auto Parts and
Petsmart. He is also active in real estate and private equity investing through Garvin Holdings, LLC.

Born and raised in Pittsburgh, Pa., Garvin completed his Bachelor of Arts degree with a dual major
in political science and German studies at the University of Pittsburgh in three years. He resides in
Paradise Valley with his wife Rita and three children.

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Brad Casper’s career as an innovator in the arenas of branding and promotion has led him to do
on-the-ground business in more than 35 countries with some of the world’s largest companies and
most-recognized products, and he now brings that marketing expertise to the Suns’ front office as
the club’s president in charge of all business and non-basketball operations. Casper was named to
the post, his first in professional sports, on Oct. 10, 2011, with the stated goal to engage, excite,
educate and energize Suns fans. 

A 25-year veteran of consumer businesses, Casper moved to the Valley in 2005 to serve as President
and Chief Executive Officer of The Dial Corporation and lead its integration into German-based Henkel
Group as Henkel Consumer Goods, Inc., a $1.7 billion North American business based in Scottsdale,
Ariz. During his tenure, which lasted until fall 2010, Casper oversaw construction of the company’s
headquarters and research lab in Scottsdale, engineered the acquisition of Right Guard deodorants,
and led the development and promotion of successful new products like Dial body washes, Renuzit
air fresheners, and Purex Complete 3-in-1 Laundry Sheets. 

It was in this position that Casper, a former high school football and basketball player, attended
his first Suns game and was recruited to make Henkel a sponsor at a 2005 playoff game against the
Mavericks. Struck by the style of play, fan loyalty, and the entertainment value both on and off the
court, Henkel became a sponsor and Casper became a fan. 

An Ohio native, Casper is a magna cum laude graduate of Virginia Tech University in 1982 with
a bachelor’s degree in finance whose entrance into the business world came as a financial analyst
with General Electric. He left GE in 1985 to join Procter & Gamble in their famous brand management
department. Then, in what he considers the big break of his career, Casper transferred internationally
with P&G three years later at the age of 28. The position took him and his wife to Kobe, Japan,
though the couple never had previously owned passports. As one of the youngest international expats
in the firm’s history, Casper’s performance earned him mulitple promotions that took him to Hong
Kong and then mainland China where he oversaw the launch of numerous products in the Asian
market, including Pantene hair products. He spent 16 years with the company, including nine in
Asia, and rose to the position of Vice President and General Manager of Procter & Gamble before
being named the President of New Jersey-based Church & Dwight, the manufacturer of Arm &
Hammer products. He subsequently joined Dial.

Named by the Phoenix Business Journal as one of the state’s “Most Admired CEOs” in both 2008
and 2009, Casper’s extensive involvement in civic and business organizations includes the Greater
Phoenix Economic Council (GPEC), Greater Phoenix Leadership (GPL), the Global Institute of
Sustainability (GIOS) at Arizona State University, and the Scottsdale Unified School District
Foundation.

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With almost 35 years as a practicing attorney with Washington, DC-based Williams & Connolly,
LLP, Lon Babby brings a wealth of experience as an industry leader in sports and contract negotiations
to his new role as the Suns’ president of basketball operations. Identified as one of “Washington’s
Top Lawyers” for media and sports law by Washingtonian magazine, one of the “20 Most Influential
Agents” in the nation by Sports Business Journal and one of the 100 most powerful in sports by The
Sporting News, Babby joined one of the NBA’s most storied franchises as only the fourth basketball
president in the team’s 43-year history in 2010.

Charged with guiding the team through a time of transition in the NBA, in his first season Babby
made a series of bold transactions and marquee trades designed to give the franchise flexibility and
salary cap room. Among those deals, Babby acquired Marcin Gortat from the Orlando Magic in one
of the best midseason acquisitions in recent history. Gortat had a breakout half-season and became
one of the Western Conference’s best centers. 

One of the industry’s most successful and well-regarded player agents, Babby brings his unique
perspective of having represented players for 16 years to the management side. Babby entered player
representation in 1994 when he was retained by current Suns forward Grant Hill. Together the pair
devised a new model of player representation based on charging players on an hourly basis, rather
than the traditional contract percentage. Babby’s principled approach became an alternative that
appealed to the elite “good guy” athletes and his stable of clients grew to include some of the NBA’s
most respected sportsmen, including Boston’s Ray Allen, San Antonio’s Tim Duncan, Houston’s Shane
Battier and Hill, a three-time winner of the NBA Sportsmanship Award. Babby also represented
marquee Major League Baseball players and WNBA players including Tamika Catchings.

Babby began his career in sports representing first the NFL’s Washington Redskins (1977-84) and
then MLB’s Baltimore Orioles (1979-94). For the Orioles, he was intimately involved in the senior
management of the club. He first served as club counsel and then general counsel, overseeing player
contract negotiations, advertising and marketing contracts, labor issues and general business
matters, including the construction of Oriole Park at Camden Yards. During his tenure, the Redskins
appeared in two Super Bowls, winning in 1983, and the Orioles appeared in two World Series, also
winning in 1983.

A graduate of Lehigh University and Yale Law School and former editor of Yale Law Journal, Babby
has served as an adjunct professor of law at George Washington University Law School. He began
his career as a litigator and handled several high-profile cases including the defense of John
Hinckley, Jr., who shot President Reagan. He is a member of the Board of Trustees of the Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame and in 2007 was elected to the Greater Washington, DC Jewish

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An experienced and successful talent evaluator, former player and veteran NBA executive Lance
Blanks begins his second season as general manager of the Phoenix Suns.

Blanks combines the high basketball IQ of a former player with a 10-year track record in the front
offices of two of the league’s most successful franchises over the last decade. The 44-year-old Blanks
joins the Suns after spending the last five seasons with the Cleveland Cavaliers as vice president of
basketball operations and assistant general manager, a tenure during which the Cavs owned an overall
record of 272-138 (.663). Cleveland was the 2007 Eastern Conference champion and advanced to
the NBA Finals where the Cavs took on Blanks’ former team, the San Antonio Spurs.

Prior to joining the Cavaliers in 2005, Blanks spent the previous five seasons with the Spurs,
originally joining the club in 2000 as a scout. Blanks was then promoted to the role of director of
scouting in September 2002. During his time in the Alamo City, the Spurs won two NBA Championships
and drafted Tony Parker and Luis Scola. He also served as the Spurs’ television analyst for both the
2003-04 and 2004-05 seasons.

Selected in the first round of the 1990 NBA Draft (26th overall) by the Detroit Pistons, Blanks
spent two seasons with the Pistons and one with the Minnesota Timberwolves, appearing in 142
career NBA games. He played one season in the CBA and three in Europe where he led teams in
Hungary and Cyprus to league championships. A former Texas “Mr. Basketball” as a high school
standout in 1985, Blanks played two collegiate seasons at the University of Virginia before transferring
to the University of Texas and leading the Longhorns to the Elite Eight in the 1990 NCAA Tournament.
Blanks’ 20.0-point collegiate scoring average ranks third-highest in Longhorn history.

Blanks is active in the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders program, which has encouraged positive
social change in education, health and wellness through basketball since its inception in 2003. He
also serves on the steering committee for the Ron Brown Scholar Program, established in 1996 to
provide academic scholarships, service opportunities and leadership experiences to young scholars
of outstanding promise.

Al McCoy has been called the dean of NBA play-by-play announcers and has been “The
Voice of the Suns” for 39 memorable years, nearly the length of the franchise’s existence.

McCoy first hit the air during a preseason game on Sept. 27, 1972, and has been
synonymous with Suns basketball ever since. From “Shazam” to “Zing Go the Strings” to
“Heartbreak Hotel,” McCoy has cultivated an unparalleled style.

McCoy will forever be remembered for his call in the 1976 Suns-Celtics NBA Finals at Boston Garden when he
had to fling an inebriated fan off his lap as he was describing “The Shot Heard ‘Round The World” by Garfield Heard
that sent the game into the third of three overtimes.

The 2011-12 season will mark his 40th season and he will call play-by-play action on KTAR Radio and the Suns
radio network. McCoy’s term with the Suns is the longest consecutive run with one team among current NBA
broadcasters. His many contributions to the sport were recognized when he received the 18th Annual Curt Gowdy
Media Award from the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame during Enshrinement Weekend in September 2007
in Springfield, Mass. The Suns honored him with the Al McCoy Media Center, dedicated in October 2007.

In 2011, Phoenix Magazine named McCoy the best play-by-play announcer in their annual “Best of the Valley”
issue for the 13th consecutive year. He’s the only broadcaster to win the award since it debuted in 1999. McCoy
was honored with a Silver Circle Award from the Arizona chapter of the National Academy of Television Arts &
Sciences and a Lifetime Achievement Award from the House of Broadcasting (a radio and television museum). He
also became the first play-by-play announcer to be inducted into the Arizona Broadcasters Association Hall of
Fame on Oct. 19, 2004.

McCoy’s broadcasting career began in 1951 at KJFJ Radio in Webster City, Iowa when he was a freshman at
Drake University. In 1958, he arrived in Arizona to do play-by-play for the Triple-A Phoenix Giants baseball club.
He has also covered Phoenix Roadrunners hockey, Arizona State football and basketball and filled in as a backup
for the Arizona Diamondbacks.

A native of Williams, Iowa, a tiny farming community, McCoy was a member of his high school basketball team
and was influenced by legendary broadcasters Harry Caray, Bert Wilson and Jack Brickhouse. He received his degree
in drama-speech from Drake University and performed graduate work at the University of Iowa. In 1994, McCoy
received Drake’s Alumni Achievement Award.

He and wife Georgia, a Valley artist, have three sons: Mike, and twins Jay and Jerry. A culinary critic, he is the
club’s expert on gourmet restaurants around the league. McCoy is an accomplished jazz pianist.

Jay Parry begins her second season with the Suns as Senior Vice President of Brand and
Business Development. After seven seasons as president and chief operating officer of the
WNBA’s Phoenix Mercury, Parry now oversees all day-to-day operations of Suns’ Ticket Sales,
Premium Seats, Suns Digital Media, CRM and Database Marketing, Public Relations, Marketing
and Community Relations departments. In her first season in this role, Parry effectively
integrated marketing and sales strategies to enhance the fan experience and her leadership

also resulted in a record-setting year for fan engagement through social media and group ticket sales.
In seven years at the helm of the Mercury, Parry helped lead the organization to two WNBA championships

(2007, 2009) and to double-digit business growth in the areas of corporate partnerships and acquiring new fans.
Perhaps most notably, Parry was a driving force behind the Mercury’s innovative alliance with Tempe-based
LifeLock, an industry leader in identity theft protection, that resulted in the first-ever corporate-branded jersey
in WNBA or NBA history. The partnership was originally announced in June 2009 and then expanded to include
the club’s practice jerseys in March 2010, blazing the trail for other major league sports teams to sell sponsorships
on jerseys.

Eddie Johnson, FOX Sports Arizona Color Analyst
A familiar face and voice returns as Eddie Johnson enters his 12th season as a color analyst

for the team’s television broadcasts. He will share color analyst duties with Scott Williams. 
A 17-year NBA veteran, Johnson served as the color analyst on the Phoenix Mercury

television broadcasts for the first two seasons of the team in 1997 and 1998. He also provided
analysis for ESPN Radio during the WNBA playoffs, including the Mercury’s run to the WNBA
Finals in 1998.

Johnson was a guest analyst for NBA Showtime on NBC during the 2000 NBA Playoffs after
serving as color analyst for Arizona State men’s basketball broadcasts on Fox Sports Net during the 1999-00 season.

Johnson has the distinction of being the NBA’s all-time leading scorer among players with no All-Star appearances
with 19,202 points, an average of 16.0 points per game. One of the NBA’s best pure jump shooters, “E.J.” shot
.472 from the field and .840 from the foul line while playing for Kansas City/Sacramento, Phoenix, Seattle, Charlotte,
Indiana, Denver and Houston. 

Originally a second-round pick (No. 29) by the Kansas City Kings in 1981, Johnson spent six years in the Kings
organization before he was traded to Phoenix on June 21, 1987, for Ed Pinckney and a second-round pick. The
University of Illinois graduate played three-plus seasons for the Suns from 1987-90. In the 1988-89 campaign he
helped Phoenix improve to a 55-27 record from 28-54 the previous season and was named the NBA’s Sixth Man of
the Year. 

The Chicago native has maintained a Phoenix residence since his Suns playing days and is the President of JJJ
Sports, which conducts basketball clinics and produces instructional videos (www.jumpshotclub.com). He is also
the President and co-founder of Teamfone.com (www.teamfone.com) a communications company that caters to
groups and organizations. He and his wife, Joy, have a son, Justin (22), and daughter, Jade (19). 

Tim Kempton, KTAR 620 AM Radio Color Analyst
Tim Kempton, a former role player on the 1992-93 Suns team that won a franchise-record

62 games and advanced to the 1993 NBA Finals, will provide color analysis for KTAR Radio for
the ninth year in a row alongside play-by-play announcer Al McCoy.

The University of Notre Dame graduate was selected in the sixth round of the 1986 NBA
Draft by the L.A. Clippers and averaged 4.5 points and 2.8 rebounds in 280 career games in
eight seasons with the Clippers, Charlotte Hornets, Denver, Phoenix, Cleveland, Atlanta, San
Antonio and Toronto.

Kempton, who played his last season in the NBA in 1997-98, was previously part owner of the Phoenix Eclipse
from the ABA in 2001-02 and served as color analyst covering the Phoenix Mercury and Arizona State University’s
men’s basketball. Active in local youth sports, Kempton serves as a coach for Arcadia Ratpack baseball, Arizona
Premiere Basketball Academy and Monsoon basketball.

He and wife, Suzanne, have three sons and one daughter: Timothy (16), Michael (14), Matthew (13) and
Catherine (10). 
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Suns Broadcasting

Tom Leander, FOX Sports Arizona Play-by-Play
Once a ballboy for the Phoenix Suns (1976-78), Tom Leander has been a fixture on the local

sports broadcasting scene for over a decade. After moving from the studio to the broadcast
booth in 2003, Leander begins his ninth season as a Suns’ play-by-play broadcaster.  Leander,
who spent the last eight seasons as the club’s voice on all My45 telecasts, will broadcast all
66 Suns games on FOX Sports Arizona in 2011-12. 

Beginning in 1993, Leander served as studio host/producer of the Suns Gametime and Suns
Halftime Shows for KUTP 45. From 2000-03, he held the same responsibilities for the Suns

pre-game, halftime and post-game shows on Cox 9. He also hosted the franchise’s weekly magazine show, Suns
Jam Session, on KUTP 45 for one season (2002-03). 

In addition to his studio work, Leander has television play-by-play experience that includes nine seasons with
the Arena Football League’s Arizona Rattlers, 10 seasons with the WNBA’s Phoenix Mercury, two seasons with the
Continental Indoor Soccer League’s Arizona Sandsharks and six seasons of backup duties for Suns games on Cox
9. In 2009, he added play-by-play duties on FOX Sports Arizona for Arizona State University football to his resume,
a role in which he continues to serve.

Leander began his broadcasting career at his alma mater, Loyola Marymount University in Los Angeles, where
he did three seasons of radio play-by-play for the school’s men’s basketball team. Leander’s broadcast experience
also includes stints as a sportscaster for KMST-TV in Monterey, Calif. (1986-88) and KOLD-TV in Tucson (1988-91)
as well as KTSP-TV and KNXV-TV of Phoenix.

A graduate of Brophy College Preparatory in Phoenix, Leander and his wife, Sandy, have three children: Lauren,
Keaton and Bryson.

Scott Williams, My 45 and FOX Sports Arizona Color Analyst
Former Suns center Scott Williams returns for his fourth season as a television color analyst

after joining the broadcast team originally in 2008. 
Williams came to the Suns from FSN Wisconsin, where he filled an array of roles on Milwaukee

Bucks’ broadcasts, including pre- and postgame host, sideline reporter and color analyst. 
A three-time NBA Champion with the Chicago Bulls (1991, ‘92, ‘93) and a member of the

Bulls team that defeated the Suns in the 1993 NBA Finals, Williams began his broadcasting
career with the Cleveland Cavaliers and FSN Ohio after retiring from the NBA in 2004-05. The

6-10 former center spent two campaigns with the Cavs as a color analyst, broadcasting more than 40 regular and
postseason games each season. 

A veteran of 15 seasons as an NBA player, Williams played for seven teams, including the Suns from 2002-04.
The former University of North Carolina Tar Heel appeared in 746 career games with the Bulls, Philadelphia 76ers,
Bucks, Denver Nuggets, Suns, Dallas Mavericks and Cavaliers, and 94 career playoff games in eight postseason
appearances. Interestingly, Williams is one of just eight players in NBA history to win an NBA title in each of his
first three seasons in the league. Additionally, he owns the distinction of being one of just two players (Larry
Hughes) to play alongside both Michael Jordan and LeBron James. 

Williams is involved with Athletes Against Drugs, the Boys & Girls Club of America, the YMCA, the United Way,
Domestic Violence Center and local children’s hospitals. 

Williams majored in Radio, Television and Motion Pictures at UNC. The 43-year-old Williams and his wife, Lisa,
have two children, Benjamin and Ava.

Arturo Ochoa, KSUN 1400 AM Spanish Radio Color Analyst
Arturo Ochoa, a native of Cananea, Sonora, Mexico will provide color analysis for all 41

Suns home games for the eighth consecutive season, and his ninth overall, on Spanish Radio
KSUN 1400 AM.

The Northern Interamericana University graduate made his broadcasting debut for KSUN
radio covering the Phoenix Suns in 2000-01. He was also part of KSUN’s Arizona Diamondbacks
Spanish radio broadcasts from 2006-08. 

Ochoa makes his home in Phoenix. 

Ivan Valenzuela, KSUN 1400 AM Spanish Radio Play-by-Play
Ivan Valenzuela, a resident of Goodyear, Ariz., joined the Suns’ broadcast team in 2010

and will provide play-by-play for all 41 Suns home games on Spanish Radio KSUN 1400 AM.
A graduate of Phoenix College, Valenzuela has been on the local broadcast scene since

2000, as both a producer and on-air talent with Entravision, Univision and KPHE/TV44.
Currently, he is a sports anchor and producer of “Punto Deportivo” on TV44, a position he has
held since 2007.

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Alvin
Gentry
Head Coach

Head Coach

A coaching veteran of more than 30 years in the professional and collegiate ranks, Alvin Gentry was named
the 14th head coach in Suns history on May 9, 2009, after originally being elevated to the role of interim head
coach on Feb. 16, 2009. In just 195 games under his leadership, Gentry’s Suns have compiled a 112-83 (.574)
record, giving him the sixth-highest win percentage among coaches in franchise history.

Suns basketball under Gentry has been a winning brand that has featured two signature qualities: a high-scoring
style of basketball that has made the team the league’s most exciting to watch and a dominant homecourt advantage. 

In his first full season as the Suns’ head man in 2009-10, Gentry was a two-time NBA Western Conference Coach
of the Month winner for November 2009 and March 2010. He guided the team to 54 wins, his career-high as a
coach, and earned his second career playoff berth as a head coach, first since 1998-99 as leader of the Detroit
Pistons. Gentry coached the Suns to 10 postseason victories in 2010, tied for the second-most in a single
postseason in franchise history, and became just the fifth coach in franchise history to lead his team to a Western
Conference Finals berth in his first full season.

Five times in seven seasons that Gentry has been with the organization, and two of three seasons during his
head-coaching tenure, the Suns have led the NBA in scoring. During his tenure as head coach, Phoenix has averaged
109.2 points. 

Since taking over with 31 games remaining in 2008-09, Gentry has won nearly 70 percent of the club’s home
games, compiling a 69-30 (.697) mark that includes an impressive .714 win percentage against the ultra-
competitive Western Conference (45-18).

Named the club’s interim head coach after the 2009 All-Star break, Gentry’s 31-game tenure with the Suns in
2008-09 saw him lead the club to a 46-36 (.561) finish, the second-most victories for a non-playoff team in the
25-year history of the NBA’s 16-team playoff format, as he compiled the highest winning percentage of any interim
coach in the NBA (.561). He returned the Suns to the franchise’s high-scoring roots as Phoenix averaged an
astounding 117.7 points following his promotion and raised its overall scoring average five full points to 109.4
for the season, best in the NBA. The Suns opened Gentry’s tenure with a bang: a 40-point victory, the largest
following a coaching change in NBA history, and three-straight 140-point efforts, the first time the NBA had seen
such prolific scoring in three consecutive games in nearly two decades.

Originally hired by the Suns as an assistant coach on June 1, 2004, Gentry served in that position for four-
plus seasons before earning the midseason promotion in 2008-09. In 21 seasons in the NBA, Gentry has worked
alongside some of the game’s most respected coaches, including Larry Brown, Kevin Loughery, Doug Collins and
Mike D’Antoni, who have combined for more than 2,000 NBA victories.

Gentry is at the helm of his fourth NBA team after stints with the Los Angeles Clippers (2000-03), Detroit
Pistons (1997-2000) and Miami Heat (1995). Gentry took over for Collins in Detroit on Feb. 2, 1998, and the next
season his 1998-99 squad earned a playoff berth. In 2001-02, his second season with the Clippers, he guided Los
Angeles to an improbable 39-43 (.476) record, the team’s highest win total in nearly 10 seasons, a season after
leading the club to a 16-win improvement in 2000-01, his rookie campaign with the club.

Gentry received his first head coaching opportunity with the Miami Heat, taking over for Loughery on Feb. 14,
1995, after serving as an assistant with the Heat from 1991-95. Miami compiled a 15-21 (.417) record under his
guidance. 

The 56-year-old Gentry, who assisted the USA Basketball Men’s Senior National Team in training camp as they
prepared for the 2006 FIBA Men’s World Championships in Japan, made his entrance into the NBA as an assistant
to Brown with the San Antonio Spurs in 1988-89. That came the season after serving under Brown with the 1988
NCAA Champion Kansas Jayhawks men’s basketball team. Gentry subsequently moved to the Clippers for one season
as an assistant under Mike Schuler.

He played point guard at Appalachian State for coaching legends Press Maravich, the father of “Pistol Pete,”
and former Georgia Tech Head Coach Bobby Cremins. Gentry graduated from Appalachian State with a degree in
management in 1977.

After graduation, his cousin, former NBA All-Star David “Skywalker” Thompson, got him a tryout with the Denver
Nuggets and although he didn’t make the cut, he made an impression on Brown, who later hired him.

Gentry began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at the University of Colorado during the 1977-78
season. After one year working in private business, he returned to the bench when he received his first full-time
collegiate assistant coaching job at Baylor in 1980. Gentry then returned to Colorado as an assistant coach from
1981-85 before joining Brown at Kansas.

Gentry and his wife, Suzanne, have two children, Ryan Marcus and Matthew Jackson. He also has one daughter,
Alexis.
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Elston Turner
Assistant Coach

Elston Turner joins the Suns for his first season in 2011-12 with 14 years experience as
an NBA assistant coach with the Houston Rockets (2007-11), Sacramento Kings (2000-06)
and Portland Trail Blazers (1996-00). No stranger to coaching defense on an offensive-
minded club, the 52-year-old Turner has been tabbed by Alvin Gentry to serve as the club’s
primary defensive coach after spending the last six seasons as the lead assistant under
noted offensive coach Rick Adelman, the last four of which came with the Rockets. While

working under Adelman, Turner was a part of two Western Conference All-Star coaching staffs (2001, 2003). 
During Turner’s tenure with Houston, the Rockets surrendered an average opponent field goal mark of 45.5

percent overall (12,345-27,118), well below the league average. During Turner’s first two seasons in Houston,
when the Rockets had a healthy Yao Ming, the club surrendered just 43.8 percent shooting to opponents (5,843-
13,329) and were ranked in the top-five in the NBA both seasons. Turner’s 2007-08 Rockets owned the second-
best mark in the league overall (.433). A native of Knoxville, Tenn., Turner will be charged with aiding in the
improvement of a Phoenix defense that ranked 11th in the NBA in defensive field goal percentage in 2009-10
(.452) but fell to 25th in the league in 2010-11 (.472). 

Turner’s career coaching responsibilities have included handling the team’s game plan, individual skill work
with players, advance scouting, and serving as head coach of the Rocket’s Summer League squad. He joined the
Kings’ staff after spending four years in a similar capacity with the Portland Trail Blazers. His coaching career
began in the CBA as an assistant coach for the Quad City Thunder and as a player/coach with the Chicago Rockers. 

The 6-foot-5 Turner played eight NBA seasons with the Dallas Mavericks (1981-84), Denver Nuggets (1984-86,
1988-89) and Chicago Bulls (1986-88), developing a reputation as a tenacious defender. Turner averaged 4.7 points,
2.7 rebounds and 1.8 assists in 505 career NBA games. He also played parts of five seasons in the CBA and three
years in Europe following his NBA career. 

The Mavericks’ 43rd overall selection (second round) of the 1981 NBA Draft, Turner entered the NBA after a
stellar senior season at Ole Miss in which he led the school to its first NCAA Tournament appearance in 1980-81.
The university honored Turner’s many collegiate accomplishments in 2000 when he was inducted into the Ole Miss
M-Club Athletic Hall of Fame.

Turner and his wife, Louise, have two children: son, Elston, Jr., and daughter, Taylor. Elston, Jr., sat out the
2010-11 NCAA season after transferring to Texas A&M from the University of Washington and will resume play this fall. 

Bill Cartwright
Assistant Coach

A five-time NBA Champion as a player and coach, Bill Cartwright enters his fourth season
on the Suns’ coaching staff. Cartwright’s wealth of knowledge and experience stems from
16 seasons in the NBA as a player, 12 as an assistant and parts of three seasons as head
coach of the Chicago Bulls (151 games). 

Cartwright, 53, served five seasons as an assistant in the Bulls organization under Phil
Jackson (1996-98) and Tim Floyd (1998-2001). Under Jackson, Cartwright was on the staff

of both the 1997 and 1998 NBA Champion clubs. While with Floyd, the former 7-1 center was responsible for the
development of power forwards and centers, including 2000 NBA Rookie of the Year Elton Brand. Cartwright served
as an assistant coach with the New Jersey Nets for four seasons before joining the Suns in 2008.

Destined to be a coach, Cartwright was nicknamed “Teach” while playing because of his ability to pass on his
knowledge of the game and its players to teammates. In 16 years as an NBA big man, Cartwright was tutored by
some of the game’s best coaches, including Red Holzman, Hubie Brown, Doug Collins, George Karl and Jackson.
He finished his playing days with regular season career averages of 13.2 points and 6.3 rebounds in 963 games
and postseason averages of 8.9 points and 5.4 rebounds in 124 playoff games.

Originally selected by the New York Knicks with the third overall pick of the 1979 NBA Draft, Cartwright spent
his first nine seasons in the Big Apple before a June 27, 1988, trade sent him to Chicago and helped propel the
Bulls to their first three NBA Championships. Cartwright was an NBA All-Star in 1980 and a member of the All-Rookie
Team in 1979. 

In four seasons as a standout athlete at the University of San Francisco, Cartwright graduated as the Dons all–time
leading scorer, averaging 19.1 points and 10.2 rebounds. A three-time All-American and three-time West Coast
Conference Player of the Year, he was recently named one of the WCC’s 50 Greatest Student-Athletes of All–Time.
In 1994, he earned a master’s degree in organizational development and human resources from his alma mater.

He is active with Chicago's Allendale Association, a non-profit organization that houses and educates children
who have been victims of abuse or have special needs, and also the Boys and Girls Club of Waukegan (Illinois). 

A native of Sacramento, Calif., Bill and his wife, Sheri, have four children: Justin, Jason, James and Kristin,
and two grandchildren, Gavin and Trey.

Coaching StaffCoaching Staff
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Dan Majerle
Assistant Coach

Suns legend and Ring of Honor inductee Dan Majerle begins his fourth season in the
NBA’s coaching ranks after being named an assistant on June 20, 2008. Majerle served as
the head coach of the Suns’ Las Vegas Summer League squads in 2008, 2009 and 2010. 

Originally selected with the 14th overall pick by the Suns in the 1988 NBA Draft, Majerle
made seven playoff appearances as a player with Phoenix (1988-95). Majerle quickly became
a permanent fan favorite while playing eight seasons in Phoenix (1988-95, 2001–02). The

6-6 swingman, who was a member of the Suns’ 1993 Western Conference Championship squad, played one season
in Cleveland and five in Miami under Hall of Fame Coach Pat Riley following his departure from Phoenix via trade
on Oct. 7, 1995. The 46-year-old concluded his career as a Sun following the 2001-02 season in Phoenix where he
sank his then-franchise-record 800th and final career three-pointer with 25.3 seconds remaining in the season finale
on April 17, 2002, versus Dallas. Suns guard Steve Nash surpassed that mark in 2009-10.

“Thunder Dan” was inducted into the Suns Ring of Honor, the team’s highest honor, on March 9, 2003. At the
ceremony, Suns Chairman Jerry Colangelo announced the creation of the Dan Majerle Hustle Award, explaining,
“When you think of Dan Majerle, you think of a guy who gave maximum effort in every game, every practice…in
everything he did. It is this work ethic that inspired the creation of the award.” It is given annually to a Suns
player exemplifying those attributes and was won most recently in 2011 by Grant Hill. 

Majerle was a three-time All-Star (1992, 1993, 1995) who became the first reserve in NBA history to be voted
an All-Star starter in 1995 when the game was held in Phoenix. The 14-year NBA veteran ranks 18th in NBA history
with 1,360 three-pointers made and holds the NBA Finals record with 17 three-pointers made in a series against
Chicago in 1993. 

Before joining the Suns’ coaching staff, Majerle spent the previous four seasons as an analyst on Suns’ television
broadcasts. He made his broadcast debut working for TNT during the 2003 NBA Playoffs and has also worked for
ESPN and ABC. 

The Traverse City, Mich., native has four children: Madison, McKenzie, Mia and Max. 

Igor Kokoskov
Assistant Coach

Igor Kokoskov (kuh-KOS-kov) enters his fourth season as a member of the Suns’ coaching
staff and his 12th season overall as an NBA assistant. He spent the previous five seasons
with the Detroit Pistons, reaching the conference finals in each campaign, earning two
NBA Finals appearances and the 2004 NBA title.

Prior to joining the Pistons, Kokoskov served as an assistant with the Los Angeles Clippers
from 2000-03 under then-head coach Alvin Gentry, becoming the first full-time, non-American

assistant coach in NBA history. Kokoskov later became the first non-American assistant to win an NBA championship
and also the first to serve on an NBA All-Star Game coaching staff. He owns the distinction of being the first European
coach to hold a full-time position with an NCAA Division I-A school when he served as an assistant at the University
of Missouri during the 1999-00 season with current Milwaukee Bucks General Manager John Hammond.

The native of Belgrade, Serbia, owns extensive international experience as a head coach and assistant coach.
He was an assistant with the Serbian national team at the 2004 Athens Olympics and 2005 European Championships
under renowned European coach Zeljko Obradovic. Kokoskov has enjoyed four successful summers (2008-11) as
the national team head coach for the Republic of Georgia with the team advancing to deeper in FIBA play every
year. In 2011, his team advanced to the second round of the 2011 European Championships and was among the
final 12 teams. For his accomplishments with and leadership of the national program, Kokoskov was awarded the
Order of Honour by the President of Georgia, Mikheil Saakashvili.

Kokoskov, who was an assistant for the Suns’ 2008 and 2009 Las Vegas Summer League squads, has participated
in the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders program and administered other clinics throughout Africa and Europe.
Prior to his move to the United States, the 39-year-old instructed the former Yugoslavia’s top amateur and
professional players for eight years, including a stint as an assistant coach for the nation’s junior national team. 

He and wife Patricia were married in the summer of 2009 and reside in Scottsdale. The couple welcomed a son,
Luka, in February 2011. 
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Noel Gillespie
Assistant Coach/Advance Scout

Noel Gillespie begins his ninth season overall with the Suns and his second as both
an assistant coach and the club’s advance scout. In this role, he aids the coaching staff
in their game preparation for upcoming opponents and compiles a scouting report for
each game. 

Gillespie served as part-time advance scout for two seasons prior to being named the
team’s advance scout in 2008, and spent the previous four seasons as the Suns’ video

scouting coordinator. Gillespie has served as an assistant coach for the Suns’ Las Vegas Summer League squad
from 2006-2010. He also served as a special assistant to the Western Conference All-Star team in 2007 and assistant
coach of the sophomore team that same weekend in the 2007 T-Mobile Rookie Challenge. He began his career
with the organization in 2003 as the assistant video coordinator for the Suns and the video coordinator for the
WNBA’s Phoenix Mercury. Gillespie’s introduction into the NBA came in 2001 while assisting the Indiana Pacers
video, scouting and coaching staffs.

A native of Milwaukee, Wis., and a graduate of the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater, Gillespie got his start
in coaching at his alma mater Dominican High School in Whitefish Bay, Wisc. He then worked as a graduate
assistant at Florida State University in 2002 before joining the Suns. He participated in the NBA’s Basketball
Without Borders program in Johannesburg, South Africa, in the summer of 2011.

He and wife Sherry are the proud parents of Jack, born in September 2008.

Aaron Nelson
Head Athletic Trainer

Aaron Nelson enters his 12th season as the head athletic trainer, only the second in
team history after replacing Suns Ring of Honor member Joe Proski in July 2000. When
hired, he was the second-youngest head athletic trainer in the NBA. Prior to his promotion,
Nelson served as the Suns’ assistant athletic trainer beginning in 1993.

Included in his role are the prevention, treatment and rehabilitation of injuries and
assisting in the travel operation of the team.

Nelson, who was named the Joe O’Toole NBA Athletic Trainer of the Year and the Trainer of the Year by the
National Basketball Athletic Trainers Association for 2009, is certified and licensed as an athletic trainer, performance
enhancement specialist (PES) and corrective exercise specialist (CES). He is a member of the National Athletic Trainers
Association (NATA), Arizona Athletic Trainers Association (AZATA), National Academy of Sports Medicine (NASM)
and National Basketball Athletic Trainers Association (NBATA). In the spring of 2010, Nelson was appointed to serve
on the Arizona Board of Athletic Training. Nelson served as the athletic trainer for the USA Basketball Men’s Select
Team that helped prepare the 2007 USA Senior National Team for the FIBA Americas Championship in Las Vegas.

Following graduation from Iowa State University in December 1992, Nelson spent the spring 1993 semester as
a graduate assistant at Arizona State University. While an undergraduate, he was a student athletic trainer for four
years under NATA Hall of Famer Frank Randall. He earned a Bachelor of Science degree in physical education with
an emphasis on athletic training and a minor in health. Nelson, who is a member of the Advisory Board for the
National Academy of Sports Medicine, received his Master of Science degree in exercise science from California
University at Pennsylvania.

In the summer of 2004, Nelson completed a two-week volunteer internship with the United States Olympic
Committee (USOC) in the sports medicine department at the Olympic training facility in Chula Vista, Calif., working
primarily with track and field and paralympic athletes.

The Manning, Iowa native is the brother-in-law of former Suns guard Jeff Hornacek. He and wife Jessica have
two sons, Andrew (4) and Logan (2) and a daughter due in early February.

Mike Elliott
Strength and Conditioning Coach/Assistant Athletic Trainer

Beginning his ninth season as a member of the Suns’ athletic training staff, Mike Elliott
this season enters his third campaign as the club’s head strength and conditioning
coach/assistant athletic trainer. In his role, he is responsible for all aspects of player
strength and conditioning and assists Nelson with daily recognition, care and treatment
of team-related medical issues.

Elliott, who joined the Suns full-time in 2003-04 as assistant athletic trainer, accepted
a position as the lead strength and conditioning coach for the British Men’s National Team in 2010 as the team
trains for the 2012 Olympic Games in London.

Elliott is a certified athletic trainer, performance enhancement specialist (PES) and corrective exercise specialist
(CES) from the National Academy of Sports Medicine (NASM). He received his Master of Science in performance
enhancement and injury prevention from California University at Pennsylvania in 2005 and did his undergraduate
work in exercise science at Arizona State University where he was in the athletic training program under Perry
Edinger and former Suns strength coach/assistant athletic trainer and current Dallas Mavericks Head Athletic Trainer
Casey Smith.

The Phoenix native is a 1997 graduate of Brophy College Preparatory.
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John Treloar
Director of Player Personnel

John Treloar enters his second season with the Suns as director of player personnel
after being named to the post on Sept. 15, 2010. In his role, Treloar assists President of
Basketball Operations Lon Babby and General Manager Lance Blanks in personnel decisions
and leads the club’s draft scouting process.

Before joining the Suns, Treloar, 55, spent the previous two seasons as the head coach
of the NBA Development League’s Erie BayHawks, then an affiliate of the Cleveland Cavaliers

and Toronto Raptors, where he was also responsible for all personnel decisions. Treloar joined the expansion franchise
in 2008, and both assembled the squad and led it to a playoff berth in club’s inaugural season.

A 32-year veteran of basketball as both a coach and executive, Treloar’s head coaching experience at the
professional level was established over eight seasons in the CBA with the Wichita Falls Texans (1990-94), Chicago
Rockers (1994-95) and Connecticut Pride (1996-97). His teams made seven playoff appearances in eight seasons
and in 1991 Treloar became just the second coach in league history to win a championship in his first season on
the bench. While in the CBA, Treloar competed against coaches like George Karl, Flip Saunders, Eric Musselman
and Terry Stotts, all of whom eventually became NBA head coaches. Prior to becoming a coach, Treloar served as
general manager for both the Mississippi Jets (1987-88) and Texans (1988-89). 

Treloar enjoyed success as an assistant coach at Louisiana State University (2004-08) and Indiana University
(1997-2004) under Bob Knight and Mike Davis, helping to guide the Hoosiers to six NCAA Tournament appearances
and the 2002 Final Four. 

A native of Clinton, Miss., Treloar and wife, Debra, have two children, Taylor and Trey. He earned a bachelor’s
degree in business administration from Bellhaven College and a master’s degree in behavioral studies from the
University of Alabama.

Mark West
Vice President, Player Programs

One of the most popular Phoenix Suns on the court, Mark West joined the club’s front
office in 2001 and has been the team’s Vice President of Player Programs since March 2006.
In his role, West carries out a range of duties focusing on the business of basketball, player
relations and development and community representation. West also serves as the team
liaison for the NBA Player Development program administered by the league.

West was a member of the Suns from 1988-94 and then again in the 1999-2000 season.
He currently ranks third in NBA history in field goal percentage (.580) behind only Shaquille O’Neal (.582) and
Artis Gilmore (.599), and West led the NBA in shooting in 1989-90 when he shot 62.5 percent from the field.

West came to the Suns with Kevin Johnson in a trade with Cleveland on Feb. 25, 1988, and Phoenix had a 335-
180 (.650) record from 1988-89 to 1993-94 with at least 53 victories in each season and a run to the 1993 NBA
Finals. In addition to his eight-year tenure with Phoenix, West played for Dallas, Milwaukee, Cleveland, Detroit
and Indiana.

Born in Fort Campbell, Ky., West graduated from Old Dominion in 1983 with a degree in business administration,
and earned a master’s degree in business administration in 2010 from the University of Phoenix. He and his wife,
Elaina, have two sons, Markus and Markyle.
