Additionally, this marks the second-highest scoring quarter in franchise history. New Orleans outshot Washington during the quarter, converting 17-o0f-24 (.708) from
the field, including 9-of-11 (.818) from behind the arc. The Pelicans also sunk a perfect 4-of-4 from the charity stripe. They held the Wizards to 11-of-21 (.524) from the
field and 5-0f-10 (.500) from deep. New Orleans notched four fast break points and 10 points off Washington turnovers. The Pelicans also out-rebounded the Wizards
